Kungliga Tekniska Högskolan, KTH,  Sweden
hereinafter referred to as the EC-Contractor

and

hereinafter referred to as the Member.

The EC-Contractor and the Member are collectively referred to as the Parties.

WHEREAS

· the EC-Contractor is participating in a Network of Excellence Project entitled EURON, financed by the European Commission under the sixth framework programme of the European Commission for research, technological development and demonstration activities.

· the EC-Contractor has signed a contract with the European Commission, hereinafter referred to as the Contract, and a consortium agreement with the other participants in EURON, hereinafter referred to as the Agreement; respectively here attached as Appendix 1 and Appendix 2.

· The Parties wishes to involve the Member in the activities of EURON.

Words defined in the Contract and the Agreement have the same meaning in this Member agreement.

NOW THEREFORE

the Parties agree as follows.

1. The Member will participate in the activities of EURON on the terms and conditions stipulated in this Member-agreement.

2. The Member is entitled to compensation (that means reimbursement) for any travel expenses as specified in Annex 1 to the Contract. Such expenses will be compensated by the EC-Contractor within 30 days upon justified request. 

3. The Member is entitled to participate in the activities specified in the Plan of Work (Annex 1 to the Contract). 

4. When participating in the activities of EURON, the Member is bound by the confidentiality obligations stipulated in the Agreement art.41. According to the Agreement, also information given by the Member is to be treated confidential in accordance with art. 41.

5. When the Member is participating in any Joint Research Activity, the Member is entitled to the same Access Rights as the Parties and other acceded members in EURON (as stipulated in the Agreement art. 27, 28, 30-34) and grant Access Rights to the Parties and members in the same Joint Research Activity to the same extent. To this end, the EC Contractor shall notify to the Member the updated list of the other acceded members on a six monthly basis. 

6. The Member has identified and listed in Appendix 3 of this Agreement the Pre-existing know-how explicitly excluded from Access rights. This list may be continuously updated. – OPTIONAL: THIS ARTICLE IS ADDED ONLY FOR THOSE MEMBERS WHISHING TO ATTACH SUCH APPENDIX 3
7. The Member is entitled to publish Knowledge from EURON in accordance with the Agreement art. 36. The Member is also entitled to receive information to be published by the Contractors and / or other members in accordance with the article mentioned.

8. This Member-agreement is valid until terminated by any of the Parties by at least three (3) months notice. If the Contract and / or the Agreement is terminated for any reason, this Member-agreement will automatically become null and void.

9. The Member shall indemnify the Contractors and the other Members in respect of acts or omissions of itself and of its employees, agents and subcontractors provided that such Member is only liable for damages caused intentionally or through gross negligence. In the case of gross negligence, liability is limited to the maximum amount such Member is entitled to receive from the EC financial contribution. The Member shall not be responsible to the Contractors and other Members for indirect or consequential loss or damages, such as, but not limited to, loss of profit, loss of revenue or loss of contracts. 

With respect to information or materials supplied by the Member to a Contractor or another Member, the supplying Member shall be under no obligation or liability and no warranty condition or representation of any kind is made, given or to be implied as to the sufficiency, accuracy, or fitness for purpose of such information or materials. The recipient Contractor or Member shall therefore be entirely responsible for any use whatsoever of such information and materials.
10. This Member-agreement shall be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of Belgium. 

The Parties endeavour to settle disputes amicably. If the Parties cannot settle a dispute amicably the dispute shall be finally settled by arbitration in accordance with the Rules of Arbitration of the ICC as presently in force. The number of arbitrators shall be three. In disputes, where the value of the dispute does not exceed € 250.000, the dispute shall be settled by arbitration with a sole arbitrator. The place of arbitration shall be Brussels and the language to be used in the arbitral procedure shall be English.

11. Articles 10. and 11. do not apply in disputes between Swedish governmental agencies.

12. This Member-agreement shall come into force on the day when signed by both Parties.

13. Any changes to this Member agreement can only be made in writing by each Party being represented by authorized signatures.
