- The rhythm has been felt as intense and the tiredness level was high. They 

propose different things: a short break between the morning lecture, to provide 
room in schedule for rest, to make some parts of the school optional or to 
schedule a two weeks summer school 

- A lot of people congratulate the organizers, they were very happy with the global 
organization of the school 

 
Some isolated remarks 
 
- The poster session is a good idea : it would be better to set it in an earlier phase 

of the school (first or second day) in order to have time to discuss with others 
- Maybe lecturers could spend more time to discuss with students, not only discuss 

with each other 
- Someone propose a summary session at the end which gives an overview about 

all presented techniques

- Lunches were especially appreciated (someone would have liked vegetarian 

food) 
- The location of the school wasn’t very advantageous since it was far away from 

the city (the transportation was difficult). It made it a bit hard to socialize between

- Some ideas : bike rental, bus, city tour 
- A couple of social events could be add, like sightseeing and visit to the  lab 
- The cost for participation was reasonable

- A lot of students appreciated to meet leaders in the field, to make contacts with 

students working in the same field (it’s a very good chance to do “networking”),

- A lot noticed that some lectures had to be shortened significantly because the 

previous lecture was too often interrupted by questions of the other lecturers 
(usually self-serving and rarely helping for the students) 

- Several pointed out that some talks were more organized like conference talks 
that like summer school talks 

 
Some isolated remarks 
- Someone propose less but more detailed case studies 
- The printed slides where incomplete and not up to date. It would be nice to 

provide way to get last-minute slides probably through a web site and for next 
schools to provide all slides in advance 

- Some lectures were like conference talks. 
- Too much talks about their own work

- A big majority thought that the exercises were too passive. They could be more 

individual and practical, e.g. small programming tasks. Several propose a code 
implementation with Matlab instead of just changing parameters; they would have 
liked to solve problems themselves.  

- The organization of the lab could be improve (ensure that everything is fully 
arranged for connections, etc. before session, problems with the configuration  of 
the workstations and the software) 

- They also propose to provide specific goals for exercises and to make students 
figure out how to reach theses goals
